
SYNOD FLOWCHART 
ORDINANCES (Standing Orders Ordinance 1980) 

The motion to establish, alter or appeal any Ordinance is referred to here as a ‘measure’ 

 
 

The proposer will move "That the Synod agrees in principle to a 
measure for ..."s41(1). The proposer can seek permission to 

introduce the measure with amendments s41(1A)

After the motion has been moved and seconded, the President 
can ask if any member(s) wish to ask the mover and/or 

seconder any question(s) s41(1B)
Asking  a question does not mean that the member has spoken 

in favour/against the motion s41(1C)

Once the President announces that debate will proceed, the 
general principle of the measure must be debated s41(1D) 

if Synod votes YES to the principle of the motion then the 
President must ask if any members want this measure to 

go into a Committee of the whole of Synod s41A(1)

if any member answers YES, then Synod becomes a Committee of 
the Whole of Synod and the measure will be considered. s41A(2)

The Committee of the Whole of Synod is to be presided by either 
the Chairperson of Committees or the President s30. There is no 

limit on the number of times a member can speak s31. The 
Committee can also adjourn proceedings s33

in Committee, the measure can be dealt with either
1. clause by clause; or

2. by part or division from the chair s42(1)

if amendment is agreed to, the original motion will be put as 
amended s42(1a)(d). If amendment is unsuccessful, original 

motion will be put as originally proposed s42(1a)(e)

Committee to make recommendations regarding the measure and 
if passed Synod will resume s42(2). The Chairperson of 

Committees can make grammatical or editorial changes to the 
measure unless a member of Synod dissents s42(3)

if Committee recommends the measure be passed, the Chair must 
certify a copy of the measure to be put to Synod s42(4)

SYNOD RESUMES 

The motion "That the measure be now passed" or "That the 
measure as amended in Committee be now passed" be put. 

SYNOD VOTES

If no member answers YES, then the 
proposer will move that "That the 
measure be now passed." s41A(3)

If Synod votes YES, the President 
declares the measure as passed

If Synod votes NO to the 
principle of the motion then the 

measure will lapse s41(2)
